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Sixth week of Italian Language in the World starts in Algiers
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The sixth week of Italian Language in the World started Saturday (October 28th) in Algiers. It is organised by Italian Embassy in Algeria and the Italian Cultural Institute in collaboration with the Algerian National Library. The event, which will run through October 31st, will focus on Italian language and culture. 

The programme envisages a workshop conducted by University for Foreigners in Perugia cinema history professor Gianfranco Bogliari, a historical and methodological workshop for teachers and students from the Italian language departments of Algerian universities and a presentation of the works of Italian poet Caterina Trombetti.
